Our faculty often find
themselves in a very awkward position when
attending a tableau or krewe function and they see
students, sometimes with their parents, breaking
these policies. Please be conscious of the use of
alcohol in the presence of minors. Besides being
illegal, underage drinking often has serious
consequences that none of us want for our children.

As Christians, we are asked to take time after
Mardi Gras during the Lenten season to reflect on our
relationship to Jesus Christ as our savior. We invite
you to join us as we call our community to evaluate
our actions, attitudes, and our priorities in the light of
Jesus’ crucifixion, death, resurrection, and ascension.
We will have a school Mass on February 11, prior to
the Mardi Gras holiday. Activities during Lent that you
are encouraged to attend include school liturgies on
March 17 and March 30 and the passion play on
March 31. During this holy season we especially
encourage our young people to participate in services
in their own church parishes and hope that you set
the example in doing so yourselves. Our efforts as
educators and parents should be to assist our young
people to grow in their faith and in the knowledge that
their God unconditionally loves them.

February of each year is the time we set for
students to return course selections for next school
year. If you have not done so already, please take
time to review the course selection packet with your
student so that you are aware of and approve of those

courses your child selects.
