Love of God i Commandments |, Il, and Il
On Mount Sinai God initiated a covenant with humankind. We call this covenant the Ten
Commandments. Correctly understood, the commandments are not isolated rules and regulations.
They are expressions of what love looks like.

The first three commandments relate to love of God and the remaining seven highlight love of

neighbor. This article will present Commandments I, I, and Ill as formulas for expressing our love of
God.

1 In conversation and prayer acknowledge God as the Supreme Being: almighty, all-knowing,
all-loving, all-merciful, and provident Father.

Put God first and let everything else fall into place: power, popularity, prestige, wealth, comfort,
etc.
1 Depend on the providential love of God to provide for your well-being rather than giving into
despair or superstition.
